V. APPROVAL OF MINUTES – May 15, 2018

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Frankie Jernigan and seconded by Commissioner William Hudson to APPROVE the minutes as written of the regularly scheduled meeting of the Darlington County Planning Commission on May 15, 2018. Motion carried unanimously.

XI. VARIANCE REQUESTS 


· Charlie Shumpert, LKPK Enterprises, Inc. – Stokes Place, Phase II, lots 26 and 27, and Phase III, lot 28 – Sale & Development of lots three lots before Rivergate Drive is completed and accepted by Council.

Planner III Paula Newton introduced Charlie Shumpert of LKPK Enterprises, Incorporated, who appeared at the May 2018 PC Meeting to request a Vested Rights extension for Stokes Place, Phases II and III.  Mr. Shumpert has indicated that there are three people interested in lots in these two phases.  This month, Mr. Shumpert is requesting a Variance to DSO Sections 5.5 (Conformance to Standards and Regulations), 7.8(B) (Prohibitions to filing for Development), and 7.9.2 (Street Dedication).  Since this is a previously approved Subdivision, and that Phases II and III have been granted a Vested Rights extension (May 2018), Mr. Shumpert has requested to receive building permits (7.8(B)) and start construction on Phase II, Lots 27 & 28, and Phase III, Lot 29 before the road extension (Rivergate Dr) is completed and accepted by County Council into the County Maintenance System (7.9.2).  He stated that he would ensure that the streets were completed to County Standards and accepted by Council before the new homeowners took possession.  When asked by Commissioner Sprott how long it would be between start and finish of the houses, Mr. Shumpert replied that it would be about one year, and that there is access to the lots now.  Mr. Shumpert stated he would place rock along the drive area of the road bed to preserve it until paving, and that storm drainage is already in place.  Mr. Shumpert also stated that he would provide a turnaround (cul-de-sac) at the end of that portion of Rivergate Rd to still be constructed and that it would be rocked, thereby retaining access to the rest of the platted, approved phases (II and III), and allowing emergency services to access the properties and have a turn-around.

Commissioner Sprott asked how many lots were in these phases.  Planner III Paula Newton responded that there were eight (8) lots in the platted phases, and that the requested lots were in both Phase II (lots 26, 27) and Phase III (lot 28).  

Commissioner White asked if an E-911 address or would be given until all development was completed, including the road.  Director Cribb stated that the E-911 Address was given before the permit(s) was issued and an approved access would have to be present.  Commissioner White asked if a Certificate of Occupancy could be withheld.  

Acting Chairman Sprott asked Staff if there was precedent for this request.  Planner III Paula Newton responded that previously (for Ansley Park, now Summerville) recommendations went to County Council for them to decide what was to be done.  County Council approved a Letter of Credit, and had spoken of having a bond to be given by the developer (not chosen).  She stated that in another subdivision, once the developer got to a certain point with the construction of the house, the road had to be completed.  

After some discussion, the Commissioners at first voted to send this request to County Council for consideration.  After the vote, Commissioner Wes Woodard brought the subject up again for more discussion, following in Commissioner White’s earlier discussion for allowing the building to proceed, but holding the Certificate of Occupancy (required to get the lights turned on…meaning that a final inspection has been done, and all building requirements and planning and addressing requirements have been met.)  Commissioner White agreed and asked if that Certificate of Occupancy could be withheld.  Director Cribb stated that it could be done.  After more debate, the Commissioners came to an agreement to rescind the original motion (unanimously) and make a new motion that granted the variance with the condition that the Certificate of Occupancy be withheld until the street (Rivergate Dr) is finished and accepted by County Council into the County Maintenance system.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Chad White and seconded by Commissioner Wes Woodard to GRANT a variance from DSO Sections 5.5 (Conformances to Standards and Regulations), 7.8(B) (Prohibitions to filing for Development), and 7.9.2 (Street Dedication) to allow LKPK Enterprises to develop the three lots requested -- Phase II, Lots 26 & 27, and Phase III, Lot 28 -- obtaining the building  permits for each (7.8(B)), before the road is completed on the condition that the Certificate of Occupancy be held until County Council accepts the road improvements into the County System.  Motion carried unanimously.
