$50,000 into the three percent employee cost of living adjustment increase with the amended
budget. The additional cost for the amendments provided for in Exhibit A totaled an additional
$66,126.)

engineers return, as anticipated, with properties that fall within this category. Each Council
member was given a flyer containing information about the voluntary buyout program. The
information on the flyer will be published in the local newspapers next week.
